Cruise date is Tuesday, May 16, 2017.

Reserve now for an afternoon excursion on the Grand River aboard the 
Grand Lady.   Enjoy watching for eagles, herons, and other wildlife from the 
shaded comfort of the upper deck or lower main cabin.  Captain Bill Boynton and 
some Parks staff will share environmental and historic background regarding the 
river corridor and describe future plans for park properties along the river. 
 
The boat’s main cabin is handicap-accessible.  Plan to purchase snacks and all 
beverages on board due to the boat’s license requirements.  We suggest you bring 
jackets, a camera, and binoculars (for close views of birds, turtles, and more).   
 
Choose either the 1:30 PM or 4 PM departure time.   Each round trip 
excursion will take approximately an hour and a half.   Park along the side of 
28th Avenue near the boat launch at Grand River Park, 9473 28th Ave, Jenison, MI.   
You will board the Grand Lady where 28th Avenue ends at the river.
